Rachel: A few weeks ago that AAO pulled their support, put in that they wanted new language in the bill to say that medical _something_ would be under the treatment plan of a physician, aural rehab should be under an audiologist
AAA and ASHA opposed to ASHA, if that makes it into the bill, withdraw support to compromise, Benishek’s office has been trying to appease AAO, it’s concerning, most of us would agree that it could be interpreted that hearing instrument specialists could work under the treatment plan of a physician, Adam Mehlenbacher had provided them some information (unverified), we have 163 ENTs in the VA, 1128 audiologists, his point was there is nowhere near enough ENTs to be the gatekeeper, what we want to make usre is we don’t lose the ability to be direct access, we’re rolling out a way for direct scheduling without the VA for audiology without the need for a consult
“treatment plan by audiologist…” 

What are reasons why we don’t want the language?  Why do we do it so well in audiology?
Rachel: They reference direct scheduling, now they are taking physicians completely out of routine hearing care, AAO disagrees and believes they should be involved, primary caredoens’t want to do it, huge step backwards for AAA, maybe ADA,
Christine: It doesn’t make sense from a patient, Rachel has fought against CHOICE, the audiologist or ENT signs up as the choice provider and the dispenser does all the care, only 1.5% of consults needmedical intervention, Tina brought up extreme ideas, wording can be interpreted differently when budgets are tights, this could be interpreted where medical centers have a physician, it doesn’t state they have an ENT in the language, so if primary care… find other stats, IOI-HA data, 

didn’t get changed from the 4/26 version very basic, instrument specialists will be a profession in title hybrid 38, it would work under the treatment plan of an audiologist, that an whatever modifications are being made now goes to the House for markup on Wednesdya, it has a strong chance of passing through the House, we want to draft a response and we want people to send to people’s House members,
