2. New Business






Scott
a. KIVA consulting current balance $178,113.02. JDVAC 2013 Total monies received $194,431. Depleted JDVAC with CHEP, balance is now $0. Depleted CHEP account with payment to Marriott $16,318.02.
3. JDVAC 2014

a. March 2014 JDVAC at the New Tropicana, Las Vegas. Call for papers and posters will released in August. 

b. Web designer is working electronic submission forms. Have hired a graphic designer for 

programs. Will terminate Adobe monthly subscription. 
c. Waiting on price quote for conference program software to use during JDVAC for electronic services (polling, audience Q&As, social media app, track CEUs, participate note taking, follow conference schedule, view conference presentations). 

d. Theme is “Connected Care…A Winning Hand” Ideas for conference topics discussed.  In need of human interest keynote speaker, suggestions discussed, send possible speakers to Scott and/or Joel. 

e. Attendance anticipated from Air Force and Army for JDVAC 2014, in regards to funding availability and DoD conference approval. Board is hopefully for better attendance at JDVAC 2014.

f. Scott working on modifying contract for JDVAC 2014 to reflect JDVAA.

4. JDVAC 2015

a. Finalized contract plans for JDVAC 2015 in Orlando. Will be 1st contract as JDVAA, corporation will be eligible for tax exempt status. Doubletree Hilton, Orlando contract. Guaranteed per diem rates.  
5. Other Business 

a. Discussion re: KIVA credit card rate increasing 3.5% to 4.5%. Registration fee services costs for this year, 18.5% which is increase from 12.5%. KIVA services provided for JDVAC have been positive, amount and quality of work provided for Vendors and rooms could not have been conducted by JDVAA board members alone. Board is satisfied with quality of KIVA’s service. 
b. All Board members have approved to continue new contract with KIVA for 2014. Suggestion made to seek other possible options for future conference planning. 

6. Finances
a. Issues with CHEP: money being held by small private company. Money is not insured. AVAA board members are unable to hold funds under the acting Treasurer. JDVAA Charter states an individual can be appointed to manage funds. 
b. Issues with insurance of funds with other options for holding funds. Suggestion re: audits being in place to assure compliance. 

c. 3rd party options. Possibility to open an account and appoint a professional financial advisor, retired audiologist to manage. 
d. Option to use a Foundation to hold money. HCE provided names of other organizations to hold money- 10% fee incurred for deposits, does not include day-to-day transactions. 
e. Board to look into these options and will be discussed at next call.
