The fifth item of business was a vote on use of potential websites for JDVAA or JDVAC and seeking professional website maintenance for this site. After motion duly made and seconded it was unanimous:

a. KIVA consulting balance $178,113.02 in Wells Fargo Account. Depleted CHEP JDVAC account, balance is now $0. JDVAA is non-profit 501c organization that is required to report annual income. CHEP reported this for us in the past, will need to ensure the corporation is protected in the future. Invoice for CT Corporation ($179 charge to be non-profit). Tina will investigate options for an accountant for JDVAA.
b. Shay has signed the business agreement for JDVAC 2014. Vendor registration will open on Oct 1st last year attendee registration was at the same time. Call for Papers has been released. Board members are negotiating with Tropicana to add addendum to contact in order to change to JDVAA non for profit status. 
c. Janet will send JDVAA Corporation Charter to Tina, Scott, Amy and all four will meet off line to discuss. Next JDVAA meeting will be scheduled after Charter review.
